In mixed teams there must be a maximum of three males and a least
one female on the field at any given time. All girls teams will be considered for the mixed grade.

¢ All players must take the field in the same coloured playing shirts, which should be numbered.

+»* Bare feet are not permitted while playing. All players must wear shoes.

¢ Touch NZ 8th edition Playing Rules of Touch will apply.

+»* Boys are permitted to play in both the mixed and the boys’ competition, however the mixed
team must only have the registered boys playing.

+¢ Unregistered players may incur forfeit of match points.

+* Misconduct will not be tolerated. At all times players, officials, parents and supporters will
respect each other as well as the referees & coordinators involved in the competition.
